Changes of Configuration Files

Change #747 - Disable custom UWA widgets

Some hosters want to disable custom UWA widgets due to potential support
effort caused by unsupported flawed widgets.

Custom UWA widgets can be disabled by the following new backend property:
ui/portal/customUWA = false

This does not disable UWA support in general, so that hosters can still provide
"trusted" pre-provisioned UWA widgets.

Consequences: 1) In UWA configuration, the Add/Remove/Edit buttons are
removed (just enable/disable stays), the link to external widgets gets removed,
the column "URL" is not shown

Change #754 - Added support for subscript and superscript characters

Since other push implementations may keep connections for pushing mail
backend for new mails, that possible vast connection usage might harm certain
IMAP backends. Therefore introduced a poll-based alternative for mail push in
IMAP bundle to avoid keeping connections alive.

This feature can be enbled/disabled and configured in file "imap.properties" with
following property:

# Notify about recent messages using mail push events. This is a poll-based
alternative for any connection-keeping mail push bundle.
com.openexchange.imap.notifyRecent

Default is "false"

# The frequency when a check for recent mails is enforced.
